Step 3 Find Problems
Pick one way that people or things move in your community (from step 2) and learn more about it.
Search out the problems with it

Step 4 Fix It! 
Choose one of the problems and suggest a solution
· What can be done to fix the problem? 

· What will it take to make your team’s solution happen? 

· How will your solution help your community? 
· How can your team make moving from one place to another safer and easier? 
Step 5 Share with your Community

Tell your community about the problem you researched, and how your solution can help
· Give a talk for parents 

· Create a website 
· Perform a skit 
· Make a comic book
· Create a poster
· Pass out flyers
· Write a poem, song,  rap, or story 
· Present your research and solution to lawmakers

This presentation can be as long and detailed as you need it to be. You need to try to convince your audience that your idea is a great one. 
· Describe the problem

· Show your teams research
Step 6 Create a 5 minute presentation for the judges

Create a presentation for the judges. Be sure it includes the following:

· Show that your team did the research and tell about your information sources
· Show that your team shared your solution with someone outside of your team
